Objectives and Content: Students will develop an understanding of the processes which make up the scientific endeavor.  They will apply this knowledge to solving problems, conducting research and using scientific equipment in the lab and in the field to better understand and appreciate the living world around them. Our grade seven life science curriculum includes the study of the following major topics: classification (the use of dichotomous keys), cells (plant & animal, structure and function), genetics (heredity and the use of punnett squares), and evolution (proof of evolution, how evolution = biological diversity, Darwin).  To begin the year, our curriculum is enhanced by a place-based unit of study which takes the students into the community and connects them with experts in fields of science related to the bioregion of the Gulf of Maine. 
Expectations :  

· Always follow the rules of class behavior.  Behavior expectations are listed and posted on the classroom wall.  The teacher will review and reinforce these expectations whenever necessary.

· Complete homework assignments, lab reports, and research projects on time. · Always come to class prepared to learn.  Students: please bring an open and curious mind, your science binder, your assignment notebook and a writing utensil (pencils are best for science).  

· Keep all work in the appropriate section of your science binder. The teacher will advise students as to when and what to clean out of this binder during the academic year.
